3. Putstudentsnto groupsof 3-4. Theywrite 5-7 interviewquestions.They comparequestionswvith
anothergroup.

4. Groupscreateaninterviewsheet- questionglowntheleft columnand4 columnsto theright.

5. Groupspracticeaskingandansweringhe questions.

6. In thenextclass,our classgoesinto the otherclassto conductandrespondo theinterviews.
Studentswvrite the nameof eachpersorntheyinterviewsothatgroupmembersion’tinterviewthe
sameperson.Theywrite theirresponses.

7. In class studentsompardnterviewsin their groups.

8. Write thesepromptson the board:Which wasthe mostpopularfavouriteroom?Whatreasonslid
peoplegive?Whatdo mostpeoplehavein their favouriteroom? Whatdid you find interesting
aboutpeople’srooms?Studentsanswelthe questionsn their groups.

9. Re-groupthe studentgo sharetheinformation.

10. Reflection:Ask studentsvhattheythoughtof the activity. Did theyfeel confidentaskingand
answeringhe questions®asany of theinformationtheyfound out surprisingto them?
